Impressions can mislead

One of our congregations had a front door that was
rotting. It was about the first thing | noticed about
them. | thought it made a poor impression.

However, resources in the congregation were scarce
and other things seemed more important to them.
Year after year when | happened to be in that area, |
noticed that door stayed much the same, with an
occasional patch put on when rot got too bad.

| began to notice something else. Inside that place
people worked at being God’s people. They were not
a perfect group. It was such a small congregation
many outsiders would say that it should close. But
they remained faithful. They were very flexible and
innovative about finding pastoral leadership. Babies
were baptized, couples married, and members
buried — the usual hatching, matching and
dispatching.

In spite of their small numbers, they provided
significant support for one of our church camps and
eagerly supported the work of Canadian Lutheran
World Relief (CLWR). They sought and welcomed
new members who took the place of those who died
or moved away.

One day | happened to notice that there was a new
door on the building. | don’t know how or when it
got there, but | suppose it doesn’t really matter all
that much.

As predictable as weather

Today in our congregations we worship in ways that
| only dreamed might be possible 25 years ago —
some | like; some | am growing to like; and some | go
along with for others.

We've been learning to work alongside other
denominations, even other faith groups, learning
from them and they from us; accepting diversity and
accomplishing things together that we could never
do alone.

Some of our decisions have been quite contentious,
but we’ve found ways to try to let grace prevail,

showing sensitivity to those who find it too difficult
to go in that direction, at least for the moment.

We continue to seek the perfect and ever-elusive
structure that will match our ambitions, needs and
resources. New efforts in this direction are about as
predictable as changes in the weather.

The ELCIC is not a perfect denomination, and never
will be, because it’'s made up of people like you and
me who are saved by grace. Perhaps our
congregations will one day find themselves living
through yet another merger of some sort or other.
And it will be where my friends are, still growing in

grace.

An Advent meditation:
Waiting for the gift!

from Pastor Krister Ulmanis

As we light the four Advent candles at Church or at
home, we have living symbols to tell us that we are
journeying through a time of waiting. The journey of
Advent asks us to wait, so that we can reflect on just
what it is we are expecting from this Messiah. This
baby, whose first crib will be a manger.

If Advent is all about waiting, the seasons of
Christmas and Epiphany are also a time to look at
not only Mary and Joseph, but in addition, we focus
our thoughts on Shepherds and angels, star, wise
men, and gifts. We can learn a lot from the
characters who were there at the manger. But the
real lesson to be learned comes from Mary herself.

Mary’s focus on her readiness to follow through with
what God has asked her is a challenge to us today.
What is it that God asks of us in our lives today? And
how ready are we to hear the challenge and say yes
to what God asks us to do?

The real lesson to be learned from Mary is that with
our life anchored in God, through the Son whose
birth we wait for in the Advent season, we are able
to stand firm in our commitment to live out our
faith.

The light that shines the way for our mission as
followers of Christ comes to us through the Saviour,
the baby in the manger we are waiting for to
celebrate: the baby given to us by a God that loves
us. A God who cares about us, and guides us in our
lives the same way God guided Mary.

The stage is set for the four week countdown to
Christmas. Before the King was born, there had to be
a time of waiting and expectation. We will journey
through that time now. In a few weeks, we will
celebrate the birth of this baby, Jesus, the Saviour
whose love shines in our lives every day of the year.

In the story of the birth of Christ, we hear more than
anything the message of hope. This message - of the
birth of hope - is especially well expressed in this
Christmas hymn:

From east to west, from shore to shore,
Let ev’ry heart awake and sing
The holy Child whom Mary bore,

The Christ, the everlasting king.

Behold, the world’s creator wears
The form and fashion of a slave;
Our very flesh our maker shares,

His fallen creatures, all, to save.

For this how wondrously he wrought!
A maiden, in her lowly place.
Became, in ways beyond all thought,

The chosen vessel of his grace.

And while the angels in the sky
Sang praise above the silent field,
To shepherds poor the Lord most high,

The one great shepherd, was revealed.

All glory for this blessed morn
To God the Father ever be;

Some thoughts on unwrapping the Christmas Story

- by Dennis Eaton

Catholic religious scholar Dominic Crossan, known
for his thoughtful and sometimes controversial views
on biblical history, is often quoted as saying, “I can’t
vouch for the facts of this story, but | know it to be
true”: meaning that the stories we read and tell may
not be factual, but within those stories are
important truths.

An illustration of how this works might be the story
of Job. Rich and famous, Job’s life is ruined because
of an argument between Satan and God. He loses his
possessions, his children and his health. In his sorrow
he says,

“God gives me up to the ungodly

The author of Job very clearly meant this to be a
story and not an actual description of a time, place
or situation. Yet there are truths within this
narrative which hold true for today. Simply put, The
Book of Job is about humbling oneself and
recognizing that "it's not all about me."

Whale of a tale

And then there’s the story about Jonah, in this story,
God is endowed with human traits and asks Jonah to
go to Ninevah and announce to the residents that
they will be destroyed because of their evil ways.

Jonah instead flees by boat in the other direction, is
thrown overboard by the crew and is swallowed by
the fish/whale. The story continues with Jonah’s
journey, his proclamation, and then his anger that
God has gone and forgiven the people of Ninevah.
In the end we see that God is a forgiving God,
forgiving Ninevah, and then as the Jewish tradition
says, “forgave Jonah out of His mercy and kindness
for the man, and because he knew that Jonah was,
at heart, one of the best of men. “

Now for Christmas

Then we come to the Christmas story. Mark, thought
to be the earliest gospel writer, makes no reference
to the birth story. He begins with the baptizing by
John, as does the Gospel of John. Matthew’s gospel
recounts how Mary became pregnant, but provides
no imagery of the birth. However, he tells of the
wise men visiting Herod, the slaughter of the infants
and the flight to Egypt and return a few years later.

It is Luke who tells us the story most of us remember
from childhood. He begins with the birth of John, as
foretold by the angel Gabriel, then he relates
Gabriel’s visit to Mary, the journey to Bethlehem,
the birth, the angels visiting the shepherds and
singing “Glory to God in the highest.” No mention is
made, however, of the wise men, the slaughter of
the infants and the flight to Egypt.

Every Christmas, Luke’s gospel story is told and
retold, sometimes with grand pageantry, and always
with well-remembered hymns sung beautifully by
mass choirs. The imagery is powerful and has
resonated in us since childhood.

What Luke is emphasizing for us is that this was
someone special, someone divine and someone
whom we will come to know much better in
succeeding chapters. The details or the facts don’t
matter. What is truly important, and what we often
forget at this time of year, is that the scene is being
set for Easter.

It has been suggested by many - and I've certainly
found it to be true for me —that as | unwrap these
stories from their powerful imagery, my
understanding of my faith can grow even deeper. |
can still revel in the stories, and enjoy them just as
much as ever. But then, most importantly, | can step
back and see the real mystery in them —in their true
representation and meaning.

And that would be my fondest Christmas wish for
each of us. Happy Christmas!

Recognizing Holiday Stress in Kids

The first step is to recognize the signs of anxiety in
kids

e Nervous behaviors such as nail biting and
hair twirling.

e Physical complaints, such as stomach aches,
headaches, fatigue, diarrhea, etc.

e Regression to younger behaviors: bed
wetting, eating with hands.

e  Withdrawal from school friends or siblings.

e Any behavior that your child doesn’t
normally do could be a sign of Christmas
anxiety.

8 Ways to Reduce Stress at Christmas for Kids

1. Take your kids out of the spotlight during

Christmas plays or performances at relatives’ homes.

2. Combine holiday parties and get-togethers to
reduce the time you spend away from home.

3. Stick with the routine as much as possible. Start
preparing for Christmas early to avoid holiday
anxiety.

4. Find out what calms your children down. Is it
music, reading, spending time with you, or spending
time alone?

5. Talk to your children about traditions and
spirituality. Focus on the real meaning of Christmas
—and trusting God.

6. Cope with your own holiday stress. The less
anxious you feel, the more relaxed your children will
be.

7. Volunteer at a food bank, kids’ hospital or
community centre. Find ways to give to your
community; look outward, not inward.

8. Lighten the mood with funny movies, toboggan
afternoons and cozy chats with hot chocolate.
